NUCLEAR CONTAINMENT IN THE GLOBALIZING WORLD 
Assoc. Prof D1'. Vassil Sivov 

In "Nuclear Containment in the Globalizing World" Dr.Vassil Sivov examines the 
new nuclear threats emerging with the establishment of the global World order. Their 
multiple influence and the new mutual dependences among countries modify the modern 
international security character and impose entirely new approach and common measures 
for World peace defense. Transition from defense to enforced nuclear restrain after the 
disruption of the doublepoled system and the tendency for the temporarily dominating 
American model has been revealed. Also presented are possible alternatives and scenarios 
fostered by the arising of new nuclear states and attempts to control their potentials. 
Creation of a global nuclear security system is a well-grounded necessity. 

GLOBALIZATION IN SOCIO-POLITICAL CONTEXT: BULGARIAN AND 
FRENCH POSITIONS 
D1'. Anna Dimitrova 

Dr. Anna Dimitrova's analysis in her article "Globalization in Socio-political Context: 
Bulgarian and french Positions" discloses that on a social kvel thorough investigations 
about globalization in Bulgarian context are missing for the problem is usually given 
meaning in the light of other processes as liberalization of Bulgarian economy. its 
integration with EU, participation of Bulgarian culture on the global stage and usually in 
a positive light. A stress is put on french public's critical attitude towards globalization 
transformations. particularly in political sphere when: state weakness generates social 
protests. The main challenges the french society has to face in the times of globalization 
arc analyzed. the term Alterglobalizm is clarified as well as the difference between 
globalization and the Europeization process. 
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The article ''The European Idea as a Historical Recidivism" is dealing with conternpora1y 
problems related to the World and Europe social and political development as a part of past 
historical and religious disputes among civilizations. Prof. Andrey Pantev's thesis is that the 
European idea itself is a peculiar historical projection as a product of the past. !-le dwells on 
the unification perspective of Europe as an irresistible process which produces on higher level 
historical unifications that have already taken place. Europeization supposes an unified state 
order but projected iri a different manner in Napoleon's Europe and in Schumann's Europe. ln 
both cases the difference between our traditional images of Europe as a cultural and historical 
community and the European Union as an interstates organization is evident. This difference. 
however, very ofte!-. has been neglected. The author analyses the terms ·t::uropcism' an(; 
''nationalism" and explains the question whether europeism is continuation or negation of 
nationalism, which is in the base of the building up of modern Europe. 

MONOPOLARAND POLYCENTRIC WORLD 
Assoc. Prof D1'. Maria Chavdarova 

Maria Chavdarova's artick deals with the terms ··rnonopolarity" and "polycentric" as 
basic ones for the theoretical modeling of international relations. The author's opinion is 
that the decisive criterion for the international relations future balance is not the power 
of what-so-ever state in ashort-terrn period. but its capacity to turn its power potential 
into influence over the international system alien to force relations. She makes prognosis 
about world's future as rnonopolar or polycentric taking into consideration bilateral and 
multilateral activity of Euroasian countries as an objective factor for the monopolar 
infatuation of the non Asian superpower the USA. 

THE DIALOGUE THAT DID NOT TAKE PLACE 
Assoc. Prof D1'. Alexander Rangue/ov 

The article ''The Dialogue That Did Not Take Place" focuses on the political dialogue's 
subject profile concerning Bulgaria's accession to NATO. a choice that proved lo 
be fateful and civilizing for the country. Presented are the difficulties in the national 
consensus development. Ass Prof. Alexander Ranguelov studies the political non­
conductivc ways in the Bulgarian dialogue vvhich gave birth to the Manichaean infantile 
vision of main political families. Political difference is brought to substance that is 
why this dialogue is ostensible, it turns out to be a dialogue between deaf persons. The: 
Bulgarian political dialogue shortcomings will give chance to the institutions to make 
their decision emancipated from the necessary political consensus and they will remain 
the family sign of the Bulgarian social life. 
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OUR POLICY TOWARDS MACEDONIA NEEDS TO BE CORRECTED 
Assoc. Prof Dr. Chavdar Niko/av 

In his article titled "Our Policy towards Macedonia Needs to be Corrected"' Assoc. Prof. 
Dr.Chavdar Nikolov thinks that the Bulgarian nationalism has reached the point when, 
despite its rhetoric excess, it practically has the meaning of patriotism. The Bulgarian 
people's nationalism accepts already quite calmly the parallel development of Bulgarian 
origin/roots/ in two states. According to him to the obligatory pre-conditions for Macedonia 
EU accession should be added such points as reconstruction of the annihilated, abused 
and adulterated monuments of the Bulgarian culture and history on the country's territory. 
In an average period he sees the historical record about Macedonia and Macedonians set 
straight which is an option more prestigious than that of Macedonism. 

PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES ACCORDING TO ROME STATUE OF THE 
INTERNATIONAL CRIMINAL COURT 
Chavdar Stoyanov 

In his article "Privileges and Immunities according to Rome Statute of the International 
Criminal Court .. Chavdar Stoyanov elaborates on problem related to immunity in the: 
context of the International Criminal Court. He studies the Rome Statute establishing the 
International Criminal Court which previews various privileges and immunities for judges, 
prosecutors, deputy prosecutors, secretaries, deputy secretaries. the staff of the Offlce of 
the Prosecutor. Registry Staff. court staff. Two basic conceptions, related to immunity 
- inviolability of person and non-punishability arc clarified. The terms ·'immunity"' and 
"privilege" are put together as well as diplomatic immunity and immunity according to 
the Rome Statute. The role of immunities and privileges provided by the Rome Statute 
regarding human Rights international Defence is set forth. 

THE INTERNATIONAL STATUTE OF THE NEUTRAL EUROPEAN UNION 
MEMBER STATES 
,\fircho Ivanov 

In his article "The International Legal Statute of the Neutral EU Member States"' Mircho 
Ivanov deals with these countries' situation from the point of view of International Law.

GEOGRAPHIC, GEOPOLITICAL AND STRATEGIC CHARACTERISTICS OF 
THE BALKAN PENINSULA 
Kiri/ Aleksiev 

' ·Geographic, Geopolitical and Strategic characteristics of the Balkan Peninsula'' is the 
title of Kiri\ Aleksiev 's article dealing with Southeastern Euro pt! as a point o f intersect ion 
of cultures, interests and conflicts. Attention is drawn to the post-Iron curtai n period when 
this region countries take the road of European integration each one using its own means 
and its own speed. The author offers a histor ical survey of the events on the peninsu la 
s ince ancient times till now days. According to him the Balkans were not saved neither 
from serious economic perturbations. caused by the transiti on difficulties, nor from the 
serious interstates and ethnic conflicts. While making prognosis he st ill thinks that only 
fu ture w ill determine the small Balkan countri es ' place within European family, being 
with the fam ily or strangers among the EU, US and Ru ssia. 

THE WAR IN VIETNAM 
Boris Dzholev 

In "The War in Vietnam' ' Boris Dzholev is treating th e wars for independence in an age 
and a half period of the peop les of Southeast As ia. The author turns back to the events in 
Vietnam from the point of view of the contemporary state of the internati onal relations. 
He asserts that thi s war indi sputab ly shows that in modern democratic states the re lati on 
between military actions and social opinion is very close and makes the conclusion. that 
the Americans, having the habit to refract their fo reign poli cy in the light of morality. 
neglect one of the mai n international relationship's pr inciples that means shoul d be 
adeq uate to goals. 
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LEGAL FRAMEWORK OF ELECTRONIC SIGNATURE AND PRINCIPLES OF 
ELECTRONIC TRADE 
Irina Aranasova 

The article explores some of the problems and the principles of the electronic signature. The 
difference between the electronic and the digital signature is clarified. The basic electronic 
signature law of the USA. the European Union. the United Kingdom. Russia and Bulgaria 
is summarized. Three of the fundamental legal problems raised by on-line transactions 
that have fostered the need for electronic signature legislation are examined. For each 
problem arc outlined the underlying concerns and the legislative approaches developed 
to date. The use of electronic signature remarkably improves and increases the efficiency 
and transparency of the state administration and public services, the competitive powers of 
economy and facilitates business contacts. Electronic signature legislation can and should 
serve as a vehicle for advancing E-commerce. but we no doubt will have to adapt our 
legislative approaches to the recently emerged business models and technologies.
